The Society for Creative Anachronism (SCA) is a not-for-profit educational organization dedicated to the study of the Middle Ages and the Renaissance.  Over 50,000 participants worldwide members study many different aspects of those eras, including combat and combat science.  Members learn through research, by wearing the clothing of the time and actually doing the activities and arts practiced between 600 and 1600 AD.

Armored and rapier fighting in the Society is an attempt to recreate period combat forms.  The armored fighters use rattan weapons, a bamboo-type wood that has enough spring to absorb some of the force of the blows. Rapier combatants (above) use modern blunted fencing blades. The armor that fighters wear is made from a variety of materials (metal, leather, plastic, etc.), which must meet a minimum standard for safety reasons.  All combatants are trained in basic safety before they are allowed to participate
